Expandable and Versatile, the digital voice com-
mander can have up to two outdoor caller units and no limit for mobile handsets.  Visitors initiating calls will page
all handsets to ring. The first person to press the TALK button on their handset will conect to the visitor.

Communiction between handset is provided by pressing the CALL button. All remaining handsets will be paged.
Each caller unit provides a contact closure to triger a relay [gate or electric door to open from the handset(s)].
The caller units can be battery operated with 4xAA batteries or by safe low-voltage 8-12 VAC or DC supply.

Automatic communictation control does not make you press button to talk to the other party.  Unlike two-way
radios, or wired intercomes, the system les the users communicate simultaneously for more natural conversa-
tions.

OPERATION:
The handset is kept in the battery charging cradle when not use. When a call is made from the remote caller unit,
the handset will ring and/or vibrate to announce an incoming call.  The user presses the “TALK” button like a cell
phone to establish communication to the outside caller. The outside caller unit will continiously ring for 40 sec-
onds while blinking the BELL LED before hanging up or until handset picks up the cal. The BELL LED on the
caller unit will illuminate stady when the communication link has been established to a handset. The visitor will
receive a visial confirmation when the system is calling and when the communication link has been stablished.

Once the communication link has been established, the conversation will be limited to 60 seconds.  A warning
beep will indicate 10 seconds before the conversation period is about to expire and the person with the hand-
set can extend the period by simply pressing the “TALK” button momentarily.

If the door or gate is to be released, the person holding the handset simply presses the LOCK buttin and looks
at the LCD icon to verify the contact on the caller unit has been triggered.

To end the call, simply press the END button on the handset. To permanently turn off the handset, press and
hold the END button until the LCD display turns off.

BATTERY CHARGER:
A power supply is provided with each handset and will require at least four hours to fully charge.  The power
supplies will trickle charge the handset batteries when placed in their cradle.  The handsets should be placed
in the holding cradles when thry are not in used to have them fully charged ready to use. The handsets will
operate up to 4-5 hours without being replaced into the cradle.
